(PHOTO AND COPY OF D.M.V. REGISTRATION WILL NOT BE RETURNED)

PRE-REGISTRATION (ONLY MAILED-IN FORMS ARE ACCEPTED - NO WALK-INS)
REGISTRATION FEE INCLUDES: A Reserved Parking Space with "Assigned Number" for the entire event.

(Limited to the first 1,900 approved vehicles)

GROUP OR CLUB PARKING: If you would like to park together or as a club, you must submit your entry
forms in one (1) packet. Number and place the forms in the order of who you would like to park next to.

NEW REGISTRATION ON-SITE:

If Space is Available...
(Friday, Sept. 19 through Sunday, Sept. 21, 2008 ONLY)

w Copy of current D.M.V. Registration.
w Your vehicle or a color photo of vehicle to be
registered.

RESTRICTIONS AND REQUIREMENTS:
Current D.M.V. Registration, insurance,
and driver's license as required by law.

w Well maintained show quality vehicles. Paint
& chrome must be presentable and complete.

w Primered vehicles are acceptable, BUT must
be all one color clean primer.

w Part-Primer, Part-Paint is NOT acceptable, nor
are mismatched painted body parts.

w Body damage, visible rust, broken glass or torn
upholstery is NOT acceptable.

w All street legal equipment (lights, etc.) is
required on your vehicle.

w Exceptions for minor items may be made at the
discretion of the organizers.

w Upon inspection of pre-registered vehicle,
Organizers reserve the right to revoke
Registration. If revoked, fee will be refunded
within three weeks after event.

w Street legal vehicles only, unless waived by
Organizers in writing.

w No unauthorized bicycles, skate boards, golf
carts, and motorized carts allowed within event
boundary.

w No roping off large sections or spaces (All
Spaces are Assigned Numbers).

w Vehicles activating hydraulics and/or air bags;
flames from exhaust; obscene or offensive
artwork, signs, stickers, etc. are prohibited.

w Open exhaust system rules are strictly
enforced. Open Header Cruisin: 12noon to
6:00 p.m. Saturday, Sept. 20th only.

w No "For Sale" signs are allowed. Discreet
decal/paint is allowed.

w A $25.00 charge will apply for all Non-

w Hanging over the side of vehicles and/or truck
beds is unsafe and will not be permitted.

w No throwing of any items e.g. candy or
promotional items from vehicles on the cruise
route.
