The San Bernardino Convention & Visitors Bureau, a non-profit organization, is in its 21st year of producing the Route 66 
Rendezvous, a 4-day, 3-night cruisin' classic car show held in downtown San Bernardino on September 16-19, 2010.  ALL proceeds 
cover event expenses such as permit fees, insurance, equipment, and services to safely run the event.  The 2009 event drew over 
500,000 automotive enthusiasts that enjoyed 35-blocks of vendors, entertainment, and some of the coolest cars around.

EVENT & CRUISE TIMES: Cruise Times Are: Thursday, Sept. 16th & Friday, Sept. 17th from 6pm-10pm, vendors open at 
12noon,  Saturday, Sept. 18th from 10am-9pm and Sunday, Sept. 19th from 10am-4pm.  All vehicles will be directed to leave the 
downtown streets at the close of the event on Thursday night.  Beginning Friday night, we suggest that all vehicles begin 
returning to their reserved parking location 1 hour prior to the close of each night.  This should allow you to pack-up and/or 
remain in your parking location for the next day's activities. 

RESERVED PARKING:  All vehicle registrations include a reserved parking space with assigned number
The entire event is Reserved Parking only, with 1,700 assigned parking spaces.  By registering your vehicle, this entitles you to a 
reserved parking space and assigned number for the entire event.  Only vehicles with reserved parking permits will be allowed to park 
within the event boundary and in an assigned area and space number.  
 Space is assigned when vehicle entry forms are received - according to postmark date.  You will be placed in your 1st Choice 

whenever possible; however, if that area is at capacity, you will be relocated to your 2nd Choice area and so on.  You will be given 
the opportunity to choose what side of the street you would like to park on by indicating on the entry form North, South, East or 
West.  A map of your area and space number will be provided to you prior to the event and again at vehicle check-in.
PARKING: Due to the downtown streets being open for business during the day on Thursday and Friday, registered vehicle 
participant parking times are enforced - Beginning Thursday 6pm-10pm / Friday 6pm-10pm / Saturday 10am-9pm / Sunday 
10am-4pm.
 GROUP OR CLUB PARKING: If you would like to park together or as a club, registration forms must be submitted in one 

package.  Number the forms at the top in the order of who you would like to park next to.  Payment, photos, and all paperwork are 
due at the same time by the pre-registration cut-off date of August 1, 2010. Groups/Clubs will be assigned space numbers according 
to number of members submitted.

REGISTRATION INFORMATION:  Carousel Mall - "G" Street just North of 2nd Street (Section "M") 
 Registration is open to vehicles made from 1900 to 1974.
 You WILL NOT be required to bring your PRE-REGISTERED vehicle to check-in on the below dates and times.
 Only PRE-REGISTERED participants will receive a complimentary Participant T-Shirt.  Additional T-shirts can be ordered on the 

Entry Form. 
 NEW ONSITE REGISTRANTS (those vehicles that did not “Pre-Register” by August 1, 2010) WILL NOT receive a complimentary 

T-shirt with registration.  (See registration times below). You must provide at registration a copy of current D.M.V. Registration; bring 
your vehicle for visial inspection or bring a color photo of your vehicle to be registered.
 Participants must abide by city parking and traffic laws prior to and after event times.
 Since the  downtown  streets  will re-open for  business  during  the  day  on  Friday,  at  the  close  of  the  event  on Thursday, all 

vehicles must return to parallel parking (if applicable) until the event begins at 6:00 p.m. on Friday.  Starting Friday and 
continuing throughout the weekend, most of the Rendezvous event boundary will remain closed to through traffic.

VEHICLE ENTRY / EXIT:  (3) Entry Points
 Due to reserved parking, the event has added additional entry points to accommodate you.  You may enter the event at any of the 3 

locations - nearest to the location of your assigned area and space number.  LOCATION #1: Rialto Avenue & Arrowhead Avenue, 
LOCATION #2: 5th Street & Mt. View, LOCATION #3: 5th Street & "E" Street.  If you are assigned a space on 2nd Street between 
"D" Street & Arrowhead Avenue, you should enter Location #1.  You will be allowed to turn west with the cruise route off of 
Arrowhead Avenue.  If you are overheating, you will be let out of the cruise at the next safest location.
